Thank you to students who have returned the evaluation form that was sent to you in May. I have summarized the comments below so that you can read them and add any of your own. 
  The clear feeling is that students have felt much more confident about their own role since embarking on the course.  As you study an aspect of your practice in more depth you feel more able to take a lead role and to disseminate your increased knowledge.

One student described a training event  that she had helped to organize;
‘teachers are enjoying the training and today we had the parents of autistic children come and express their concerns and they too were very happy and would like to do this again!  I helped organise the event with a professional I met at the conference on autism.  I am enjoying finding out about Yemen and IE as well as organising events so teachers and families can benefit Yemen for the better.  The research I am undertaking is giving me a lot of confidence to carry out these tasks and speaking to people.  I would like to thank you for your help and advice! 
Some students have found Distance learning a challenge but many reported getting more used to this way of working during the year and have grown to appreciate the flexibility it provides. Students seem happy with the feedback and  thought that the discussions were very good.

One student commented that 

‘ it was fantastic to see different perspectives from other people and from different countries and backgrounds.

  ‘It was also helpful that I could contact my tutor via email, as I would sometimes require some advice which she responded to always.’
